The 43-year-old
woman pulled out her .44-caliber
Magnum revolver after she saw the
mice scurrying across the floor of 
her trailer on Highway 20 in Potter
Valley, sheriff’s officials said.  But
she accidentally dropped the gun,
which went off as it struck the

floor.  The bullet
went through
the woman’s
kneecap,
bounced off the
keys sitting on
the belt loop of
a 42-year-old

man in the trailer and grazed 
the man’s thigh before ending up
in his coin pocket. Authorities did
not release the shooting victims’
names.  The mice escaped the
shooting unharmed.

But the
real culprit may be soil compaction,
which impedes the movement of air,
water and nutrients to the grass roots
and contributes to an accumulation of
choking thatch.  This stresses the grass

plants, making them less able to 
compete with weeds and slow to 
recuperate from injury.

The easiest solution to these problems
is core aeration, which is strongly 
recommended every fall and spring.
Aeration – making holes in the lawn
by removing cores or “plugs” – creates
more air space in the soil, promotes
deeper rooting and permits better
water and nutrient penetration.  For
maximum lawn revitalization, aeration
should be followed by overseeding.
Might as well take advantage of those
holes and get some new grass growing!

Fertilizer costs have risen dramatically
around the world over the last couple of years
because of the increase in the price of raw
materials and transportation.  Major components
in fertilizer include urea, potassium and phos-
phorous. The World Bank reported on June 11
that urea prices have increased 66%, potassium
chloride 123% and phosphate fertilizer 145%
in the past six months.  This is partly attributable
to the increased price of energy, which further
raises fertilizer production costs.
